FREE PURIFIED TAP WATER  

OR  
BOTTLED WATER 

As the parish celebrates fiesta this weekend, you will have 
a choice of free purified tap water or purchased bottled 
water. We hope you will choose purified tap water and we 
would like you to understand why we are advocating this: 
6 million people in the world do not have clean drinking 
water, partly because large water companies buy up water 
rights in third world countries, then sell the water at prices 
which the poor cannot afford. 80% of communicable 
diseases suffered by children in developing countries 
come from drinking unsanitary water. 
Companies selling bottled water look to us too. Every 
time we purchase bottled water, we reinforce the idea that 
it’s ok to make profit from water and we contribute to the 
escalating non-availability of water to the poor.  
Long Beach tap water is good water, although our supply 
is diminishing. Let’s drink it and oppose companies that 
are making huge profits at the expense of poor people 
who need water to live.
